Fr Roger Lordong (Fr), a Marist Father and a member of the Franz
Stock Friends Association, writes: "On 24 February 1948, Franz
Stock, died alone in the hospital of Cochin, Paris. He was a German
diocesan priest and the pioneer of reconciliation between France and
Germany. During World War II, he served as chaplain to prisons in
Paris. He accompanied a considerable number of French prisoners,
members of the resistance, to their place of execution. At the end of
the war, he directed an internment camp which welcomed 950
German seminarians who were held as prisoners near Chartres. It
carried the name, Séminaire des Barbelés (the barbed wire seminary)
(bit.Iy/FranzStock). Fr René Closset, a Marist, publicised this
extraordinary man through his biographical book, L.’ Aumdnier de
I’Enfer (The Chaplain to Hell). He also arranged for the remains of Fr
Stock, to be brought to the Church of St Jean-Baptiste de Rechevres
(Chartres), then served by the Marist Fathers. His grave has since
become a place of reflection for many German
and French people interested in fraternity. The
Diocese of Chartres will celebrate the 70th
anniversary of his death (24 February 2018), and
for Marists, as successors of Fr René Closset, an
invitation has been extended to make a
pilgrimage to Rechevres and the Séminaire des
Barbelés to witness to our vision of Europe”.
