A new premises for
Our Lady of Hope, Moscow

Fr Michael Ryan (Eng) tells us that the Latin Rite
Catholic francophone Chaplaincy has just moved
into a new premises in the Chancery building in
the compound of the Immaculate Conception
Church. Before this the chaplaincy used a
renovated cellar of the former Polish church after
it was returned to Catholic use. Along with the
Korean Catholic parish, it had shared a cellar used
previously to store huge quantities of potatoes!
Last year the Korean chaplaincy succeeded in
building their own "cultural centre" just outside
the city boundaries where they now celebrate
Mass. The Francophone chaplaincy has also found
a new space to hold its celebrations on Sundays at
12h15. Michael also celebrates a Eucharist at
09:30 inside the US Embassy compound, and
there is another Mass at 18h00 in the domestic
chapel of his apartment which is provided by the
US Embassy in another diplomatic compound. A
complicated and busy Sunday schedule!
